Barnstead
voters defeat
SB2, police
vehicle articles

BARNSTEAD — Articles to enact SB2, purchase
police vehicles, and create a recreation area all
failed at town meeting.

Barnstead voters met on the morning of March
16 at Barnstead Elementary School for town meet-
ing.

Voters rejected a petitioned article to adopt SB2.
Article 27 called for the town to adopt the provisions
of the Official Ballot Act, commonly known as SB2,
that would replace the traditional town meeting
with a deliberative session and ballot voting on war-
rant articles.

Voters also struck down an article for a lease pur-
chase agreement on two police vehicles. Article 7
would have authorized the selectmen to enter into
a four-year lease purchase agreement for two police
SUV’s and raise and appropriate $35,936 for the first
year’s payment.

A petition article to create a Barnstead recreation
area failed and will be visited another year. Article
25 was a petition article to raise and appropriate
$150,000 to maintain and develop the Barnstead Rec-
reation Area at 115 South Barnstead Road. Of this
amount, $75,000 would come from the federal Lakes
and Conservation Grand Fund, which the town was
already awarded. The remaining $75,000 would be a
local match. Town Clerk Jessie Fifield said the ar-
ticle was withdrawn and Parks and Recreation will
examine this project at a later time.

All other articles passed.

Voters approved the operating budget of $5,122,133
in Article 30.

The road agent position will now be appointed in-
stead of elected with the passage of Article 4.

Article 5 will raise and appropriate $33,426 for
the third and final lease purchase payment on the
Highway Department’s Dynapac Roller. Article 6 is
the fourth lease purchase payment of $52,674 for an
ambulance.

Article 8 will put $250,000 into the Road Paving
and Maintenance Expendable Trust Fund. Article
9 will put $200,000 into the Road Construction and
Maintenance ETFE. The Municipal Building Repair
and Maintenance ETF will receive $20,000 under
Article 10. Article 11 will put $25,000 into the Bridge
Construction Capital Reserve Fund. The Highway
Department Heavy Equipment CRF will receive

Q: Tell us about your
business?

A: Market on Main
evolved from a vistion to
create a space and place
where LOCAL growers,
artisans and entrepre-
neurs could share their
goods + services with
community residents
and visitors of all ages.

This is a vibrant
community environ-
ment and is open to lo-
cal farmers, artisans,
businesses, professional
dream makers and those
who share a kind heart
+ positive community
spirit! The Market was
organized with the idea
in mind to start rallying
interest from small busi-
ness owners who need to
place to sell their goods
AND a place for the com-
munity to shop their fa-
vorite small businesses
and farmers while get-
ting outside to mingle
and gather with other
residents.

The first outdoor mar-
ket was held in June 2023
and we’re going into our
second season, which
kicks off on June 1 with a
“Spring Fling & Vintage
Things” special event!

In October 2023, I took
a huge leap to grow my
business even more and
purchased a historic 1880
building, 115 Main St.,
that had been vacant for
many years (the old Al-
ton video store), that is
directly next to the out-
door market location. A
portion of my plan for
that building space is to

carry a piece of Market
on Main inside, creating
a space for the commu-
nity to gather + for busi-
nesses and farmers to
showcase their goods all
year round! That project
is currently undergo-
ing renovations but stay
tuned for more informa-
tion on how you leave
you Mark at the Market
on Main!

Q: Tell us about your-
self:

A: I was born in Cin-
cinnati, Ohio and met
a New Hampshire boy
along my journey while
serving in the United
States Air Force (USAF)
and he brought me to
New Hampshire, where
I've called home since
2005. My husband and I
planted our roots in Al-
ton over 18 years ago in
2006, where we have lived
in the same home and
expanded our little fam-
ily with two sweet boys!
Nowadays, I describe my-
self as an average stay at
home mama with a few
SIDE endeavors who
cherishes time with my
family and spending the
summers at our camp on
Lake Winnipesaukee.

I'm a proud retired
USAF Veteran, where
I served over 20 years
serving my country and
being a part of some-
thing bigger than my-
self! In the Air Force, I
served as a criminal in-
vestigator/federal agent
with the Air Force Office
of Special Investigations
(USAF Reserves). I con-
ducted  counterintelli-
gence and major crime
investigations and spe-
cialized in protective
service operations for
high-ranking dignitar-
ies.

After I retired from
the military in 2017, I em-
barked on a new mission
and answered the calling
in my heart to share my
voice as a sexual assault
survivor. My “voice”
evolved to “Christy’s
Survivor Journey” now
Christy Painchaud, LLC,
which I started in 2019. A
platform where I shared
my survivor story, by
raising awareness with
public speaking, host-
ing intimate informa-
tive and healing events,
workshops, and firearms
education classes. This
is a very (intended) part-
time endeavor, but I love
that I'm able to help

others by sharing my
personal and profession-
al experience to empow-
er and inspire others!

Once my children
started school, I started
to volunteer more of my
“free time” serving in
the community where I
reside and immersed my-
self in any way I could to
help bring about growth
and positivity where 1
call home! I am very ac-
tive in my community
and have served on the
Board of Directors for
the Alton Business As-
sociation for six consec-
utive years, the Board of
Directors for the Farm-
ington Fish & Game Club
for six years, and I'm an
active member of the Al-
ton Garden Club, Alton
Central School PTSA
and many other organi-
zations.

In 2023, it only made
since to add an extra
“side hustle” to my plate,
lol!!

Typically, most farm-
er/community markets
are structured and set
up as a non-profit, but I
wanted something dif-
ferent that would com-
plement my bigger vi-
sion down the road that
didn’t require volunteers
to support and run it!
This business model put
a lot of pressure on me,
as I manage and operate
every aspect of it by my-
self but it’s the market
participants that make it
our market and it would
not be what is it without
them! I'm so grateful for
all the support and par-
ticipation that’s helped
this new Market grow!

So far, the market has
been a great success and
is growing by the year as
the second season starts
in June 2024.

Q: What has your rela-
tionship with the Alton
Business Association
done for you or your
business?

A: T answered the call
for help in a newspaper
ad in 2019 that our Alton
Winter Carnival would
be cancelled if they (the
ABA) didn’t have vol-
unteers to help! Well, 1
showed up to help and
plan that year’s Winter
Carnival and haven’t left
since!

The origins

It was ironic to see
low flying ducks gliding
above the ice covered
pond. The spring melt
hadn’t occurred and
there was no open water
for them to land. They
made an oval arch like
airplanes circling an
airport and continued
to fly across the pond in
search of open water at
nearby Merrymeeting
Lake. Yet, less than a
week later with the help
of warm weather the ice
finally melted. Winter’s
grip on our icy pond had
finally disappeared and
a few days’ later slabs of
ice like inflatable swim-
ming rafts drifted near
the water’s edge. It was
interesting to see min-
iature floats in the dark
blue cold water. Soon
they slowly drifted by
and vanished.

The weather during
spring can be fickle. One
day a winter jacket and
wool hat is needed then
the next day a person
gets too hot walking up

and down the street and
removes outer cloth-
ing including the knit-
ted hat. Writer Doug
Larson said, “Spring is
when you feel like whis-
tling even when a shoe
is full of slush.” I hav-
en’'t encountered slush
on my property, but I've
certainly encountered
mud. Spring is also
known as “mud season”
and this is usually from
late March to May. Dirt
roads become full of
ruts from tires sinking
into the saturated mud.
Usually, it is warm one
day and cold the next
day. It’s like the weath-
er is playing tag with
us. Near a small garden
in my yard there were
four sets of deer tracks
sunken in the mud.
The tracks were clear-
ly visible because they
were in one inch deep.
Perhaps the deer were
looking for sprigs of my
perennial hosta plant.
A couple years ago they
had quite a feast on my
largest thriving ones but
nature outsmarted them
because the plants grew

back better than ever
with lush, green, leafy
growth.

Yesterday afternoon I
saw two most interesting
birds: a tufted titmouse
and a bald eagle. Both
were not at the feeder
but put on quite a show
nonetheless. The tufted
titmouse is a member of
the chickadee family. 1
learned that they hoard
food from birdfeeders in
fall and winter. These
smart little birds have
light gray feathers on
the upper side and white
below. Their rusty or
peach flanks make them
very attractive song-
birds. I viewed it on my
railing.

The majestic bald ea-
gle was a surprise spring
sighting. Sitting in my
favorite chair I caught
movement in the sky. It
was a lucky glance be-
cause the bald eagle’s
enormous wingspan was
quite something to see.
The bald eagle is our
National Symbol and as
the internet notes; “The
choice was linked to the
eagle’s historical associ-

ation with strength and
power. The design on the
Great Seal included an
olive branch (symboliz-
ing peace) with arrows
(representing war) in the
eagle’s talons.” It was a
fitting representation of
the nation, and on June
20, 1782, Congress adopt-
ed the design.

Finally, I must men-
tion the numerous sugar
houses throughout New
Hampshire where the
task of producing maple
syrup happens. Accord-
ing to the Old Farmer’s
Almanac, 1989 edition —
“Sugar’s sweet, but sap
is sappier; Cold nights
make farmers happier!”
(Now there are farm-
ers as well as families,
friends, and partners in-
volved in making maple
syrup).

The sweet taste of
maple syrup on pan-
cakes, waffles and other
delicious treats is en-
joyed all year long.

12. Article 13 will put
