Village receives
grant supporting
preservation of

1811 Church
Family Infirmary

CANTERBURY — Canterbury Shaker Village is
pleased to announce receipt of a $410,000 Save Ameri-
ca’s Treasures grant to preserve the 1811 Church Family
Infirmary.

The Infirmary is one of the oldest and most intact
historical medical facilities in New Hampshire and is es-
sential for understanding Shaker society in the broader
history of American healthcare. The project will address
the immediate preservation needs of the building, includ-
ing roof and foundation repairs, restoration of windows,
doors, and trim, and improvements to meet ADA stan-
dards. Current project activity will extend from 2026 to
2028.

The Infirmary preservation project is being support-
ed in part by a Save America’s Treasures grant from the
Historic Preservation Fund administered by the Nation-
al Park Service, Department of the Interior. Since 1999,
the grant program has awarded more than $300 million
to 1,300+ nationally significant historic preservation
projects. The source of the funding is Outer Continen-
tal Shelf oil and gas lease revenue, not tax dollars.

Canterbury Shaker Village, Inc preserves and inter-
prets the legacy of the Canterbury Shakers, providing a
place for learning, reflection, and renewal of the human
spirit. It is an internationally-known non-profit museum
founded in 1969 to preserve the heritage of the Canter-
bury Shakers. Designated as a National Historic Land-
mark for its architectural integrity and significance, the
Village has 25 restored original Shaker buildings, four
reconstructed Shaker buildings, and 694 acres of forests,
fields, gardens, nature trails, and mill ponds under per-
manent conservation easement. Tours, programs, exhib-
its, and events help visitors chart their own journey of
simplicity, caring, and community.

Community survey launched to address
gaps in women’s health access across NH

REGION — Women of
the Mountains Birth Ini-
tiative (WOMB) is calling
on women across New
Hampshire to participate in
a brief, anonymous survey
aimed at improving access
to comprehensive women’

s health care statewide.

The survey is part of a
federally funded initiative
led by the New Hampshire
Insurance Department
(NHID) to better under-
stand where women face
barriers to care—including
insurance coverage gaps,

limited provider access,
and unmet health needs
across the lifespan. Find-
ings will directly inform-
state-level recommenda-
tions, payer strategies, and
future outreach and educa-
tion efforts.

WOMB recently part-
nered with NHID to host
a regional focus group in
late 2025. This follow-up
survey expands that effort,
offering a broader opportu-
nity for voices—especially
those in rural and under-
served communities —to

be heard.

“Too often, decisions
about women'’s health care
are made without hearing
directly from the people
most affected,”

said a representative
from WOMB. “This sur-
vey is a chance for lived
experiences to shape real
policy conversations.”

The survey is voluntary,
anonymous, and takes ap-
proximately 5-10 minutes
to complete. No personally
identifiable information is
collected. NHID has con-

tracted with Health Man-
agement Associates to an-
alyze results and prepare a
report with recommenda-
tions to the state.

communities
together

Every town has institutions that quietly shape its
identity. In Belmont, Northfield, Sanbornton, and Til-
ton, few institutions matter more than our local schools.

School buildings are easy to think of simply as plac-
es where children learn reading, math, science, and
history. But in small towns, they are something more.
They are gathering places, community centers, and of-
ten the first introduction young people have to the idea
that they belong to something larger than themselves.

On a typical evening, the lights of a school gymnasi-
um illuminate more than a basketball court. They bring
together parents, grandparents, neighbors, and friends.
Concerts, plays, sports games, and community meet-
ings all take place under those same roofs. Schools are
where friendships begin, where confidence is built, and
where young residents begin to see a future for them-
selves.

That is why supporting our schools is not simply an
education issue. It is a community issue.

The Winnisquam and Shaker Regional School
Districts serve students from several towns that each
have their own history and character. Yet the district’s
schools form one of the few institutions that truly
connect Belmont, Northfield, Sanbornton, and Tilton
together. Students meet classmates from neighboring
towns, learn from teachers who care deeply about their
progress, and take part in programs that broaden their
horizons.

For families raising children here, the quality of lo-
cal schools plays a central role in daily life. It influenc-
es where families choose to live, how they participate
in their community, and what opportunities their chil-
dren may have in the future. Strong schools help attract
new families, support property values, and sustain the
vitality of our towns.

At the same time, maintaining those schools requires
thoughtful stewardship. School budgets are among the
largest expenditures for local taxpayers, and it is rea-
sonable for residents to ask careful questions about
how funds are used. Responsible oversight is part of
the democratic process that town meetings and school
district votes have always encouraged.

But it is equally important to remember the purpose
behind those investments.

When voters consider school budgets, facilities,
or programs, they are not simply deciding how much
money to spend in a given year. They are deciding what
kind of opportunities the next generation will have.
Classrooms, teachers, and educational programs repre-
sent an investment that unfolds over decades.

Every engineer, nurse, mechanic, business owner,
and public servant who grew up in this region once sat
in a local classroom. The lessons learned there, both ac-
ademic and personal, helped prepare them for the roles
they now play in the life of our communities.

Today’s students deserve the same chance.

Supporting local schools does not mean agreeing
on every detail or every proposal. Healthy debate and
careful consideration are essential parts of community
decision-making. But the shared goal should remain
clear: providing the best possible educational foun-
dation for the children who will one day guide these
towns forward.

When we invest in our schools, we invest in more
than buildings or budgets. We invest in the future of
our community.

And that is an investment every community depends
on.

The unpredictable month
we call March

If you live in New
Hampshire long enough,
you learn something about
the month of March.

Mostly, you learn not to
trust it.

March has a funny way
of walking into the room
like it owns the place.
One day the sun is bright,
the snowbanks are shrink-
ing, and you can almost
convince yourself winter
is loosening its grip.

Surely, by March, win-
ter ought to be finished.

But up here in New
Hampshire, winter doesn’t
take orders from anyone.

The funny thing is, most
folks who’ve lived here
a while don’t complain
about March weather all
that much. We might shake
our heads when another
storm rolls through. We
might sigh a little when we
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the deal we made by living
here.

You take the good with
the cold.

A few days ago, I was
out running errands, the
sort of routine trip you
make a hundred times a
year. The sun was out and
there was a bit of melt-
water running along the
edge of the road. Not quite
spring, but close enough to
remind you it exists.

In the parking lot, I saw
a fellow loading groceries
into his truck while wear-
ing a sweatshirt instead
of a winter coat. That al-
ways happens in March.
The minute temperatures
creep above freezing, New
Hampshire residents start
dressing like it’s May.

Of course, the next
morning, we had a hard
frost again.

I suppose March weath-
er teaches a certain pa-
tience. You stop trying to
rush the seasons along.
You learn that winter will
leave when it’s ready, not
when you want it to.

That’s not such a bad
lesson, really.

These days, my wife
and I notice the little signs
that March brings along
with its mood swings. The
daylight lasts longer. The
sun sits a little higher in the
sky. Somewhere along the
way, the birds start making
more noise in the morning.

You hear a crow calling
across the yard or catch
the sound of geese flying
overhead and suddenly

you realize something is
changing, even if the snow
hasn’t quite gotten the
message yet.

Our daughter used
to love this time of year
when she was younger.
The snowbanks were high
enough for climbing, but
the afternoons were warm
enough to stay outside
longer than you could in
January. I can still picture
boots and mittens piled by
the door.

The house is quieter
now, of course.

But March still
has a way of stirring up
those old memories.

You might wake up to
sunshine, or you might
wake up to snow.

MOULTONBOROUGH — On Thurs-
day, March 19 at 7 p.m. at the Loon Cen-
ter in Moultonborough, the Lakes Region
Chapter of the New Hampshire Audubon
Society will present a program called “A
Birding Cruise around Cape Horn,” by
Becky Suomala.

Join Becky on a boat trip from Santia-
g0, Chile around Cape Horn to Buenos Ai-
res. In addition to seabirding for albatross
and the other pelagic species in southern
waters, there were landbird stops in Chile,
Argentina, and Uruguay. One of the high-

lights was a visit to a penguin colony on
the Falkland Islands. See some of the great
seabirds, landbirds, and even some mam-
mals like guanacos; as well as the beauty
of Cape Horn, the Strait of Magellan, and
the Beagle Channel.

Becky Suomala is an avid birder who
birds extensively in New Hampshire and
takes birding trips to far flung places. She
retired from NH Audubon in 2024 after
over 36 years as a biologist. She led re-
search on Common Nighthawks in NH
and participated in numerous field projects
including Common Tern restoration at the
Isles of Shoals. She is a songbird bander
at the Appledore Island Migration Station
in spring and fall and tends her garden in
the summer.
