Spencer 
voters 

approve 
firefighter
 funding, 

deny school 
budget 

override

SPENCER —  Spencer held its 
annual election on May 12 select-
ing new town leadership while 
also addressing two significant 
Proposition 2 ½ override funding 
questions on the ballot.

The election not only chose new 
selectmen and a new moderator, 
but much of the focus was on 
two questions that sought to secure 
funding for firefighters and the 
school district budget respectively. 
The question to support firefighters 
passed while the school override 
was voted down.

Question 1 sought to secure an 
override totaling $368,390 to con-
tinue to fund four existing firefight-
er positions within the Spencer Fire 
Department. It passed by a margin 
of 898 to 619. The firefighters are 
currently funded by a grant which 
is set to expire. The override vote 
secures money to maintain these 
positions in the town’s budget.

Question 2 sought a second 
override for $264,456 to sup-
port the Spencer East Brookfield 
School budget. That question saw 
the almost exact opposite result of 
the firefighter override with 626 
voting “yes” and 890 voting “no”. 
This will force the school district 
to proceed with a budget confined 
by the limitations of Proposition 
2 ½ likely necessitating cuts to 
stay within that tax limit. East 
Brookfield did not vote on an 
override during their election the 
same day as the budget is split 
between the two towns, and East 
Brookfield’s contributions did not 
necessitate an override vote.

Looking at elected positions, 
the Board of Selectman race was 
the most competitive on the bal-
lot with four candidates seeking 
two seats being vacated by Ralph 
Hicks and John Howard who did 
not run for re-election and whose 
terms are expiring. Chrisopher Lee 
Woodbury led the slate with 831 
votes while Norman Letendres, Jr. 
Came in second with 628 votes. 
The pair secured the available seats 
while Gina Beford and Jennifer 
Jean Gaucher received 592 and 
476 votes respectively coming in 
third and fourth and will not join 
the board.

Outgoing Selectman Hicks was 
part of a different election in 2026 
running for moderator against 
Jason Michael Brewster. Brewster 
took the win with 794 votes to 
Hicks’s 632. 

The rest of the slate of can-
didates were all uncontested 
including Treasurer/Collector, 
Assessor, the School District com-
mittee, the Southern Worcester 
County Regional Vocational 
School District, the Board 
of Health, Library Trustees, 
Water Commissioner, Sewer 
Commissioner, Tree Warden, 
Housing Authority, and Park 
Commission.

NORTH BROOKFIELD — The North 
Brookfield school district is looking toward 
the future, examining how the town can 
evolve to maintain student enrollment and 
continue as a standalone district.

Part of that effort is a series of initiatives 
collectively referred to as Reimagine NBPS 
(North Brookfield Public Schools). Over 
the last two months Superintendent Timothy 
McCormick has presented details regarding 
the early efforts to determine a path forward 
for the district’s two schools that provides 
what students, parents, and shareholders want 
most from the education experience. 

McCormick provided identical presenta-
tions at two School Committee meetings, 
most recently on May 11 as the committee 
welcomed its newest members, showcasing 
what research has been conducted to date and 
what was still on the horizon for charting the 
future of North Brookfield schools.

It all started back in March, when six listen-
ing sessions gave district leaders insight into 
what employees and educators hoped to see 
from this evolution. They also spoke directly 
with staff members who wanted to provide 
input outside of a group setting.

“Ultimately, this was the starting point. 
This was to gather some conversation, some 
ideas from staff members about what they 

like about the district now and what they 
feel we can do better,” McCormick told the 
school committee. “We wanted to identify 
themes across the district and across these 
conversations. We want to then develop stra-
tegic priorities and then bring it to the next 
step in talking with our families and greater 
community about what do they feel we can 
do to make this district the best we can be.”

The process has put a focus on four major 
areas: programmatic opportunities, student 
experience, partnerships, and structures & 
systems, exploring where the district has 
already excelled and where the schools can 
continue to grow to meet the demands and 
needs of the students. 

Looking at the schools from an educational 
perspective, some of the notable interests are 
expanding arts and trades, a focus on more 
real-life skills like home economics, cook-
ing, and personal finances, world languages, 
STEM enrichment, expanding honors and 
advanced placement options, enhanced career 
readiness and early college opportunities, and 
more.

“One thing the staff did talk about is if 
we’re looking to phase in AP courses we 
should also look to phase in dual enrollment 
opportunities for our kids – It’s really about 
finding a partner that can support our stu-
dents,” said McCormick

Discussions have also involved how to 
enhance the student experience. Creating a 

more welcoming environment for kids to 
start their day, incorporating more clubs, 
celebrations, student inclusion opportunities,

With support from the 
PTO, the board was purchased 
and donated through the Flutie 
Foundation.

Communication boards 
like this provide students with 
speech and language challenges, 
including those with Childhood 
Apraxia of Speech, autism, or 
other communication needs, a 
way to express themselves on 
the playground. By offering visu-
al symbols and language sup-
ports, the board helps give every 
child a voice during unstructured 
playtime, fostering inclusion and 
meaningful peer interaction.

For Rodwill, this proj-
ect is especially personal. Her 
son, Donovan, a student in the 
Leicester Integrated Preschool, 
has been diagnosed with 
Childhood Apraxia of Speech, 
a neurological disorder that 
affects the brain’s ability to coor-

dinate the movements needed 
for speech. Donovan currently 
communicates using limited ver-
bal speech, sign language, and a 
high-tech communication device. 
The addition of the playground 
communication board will pro-
vide him and other students like 
him with greater opportunities 
to communicate and participate 
alongside their peers during play.

“I’m so thankful that, as a com-
munity, we were able to provide 
a more inclusive play experience 
for all children,” Rodwill shared.

The Leicester Elementary 
School community is proud to 
support initiatives that prioritize 
inclusion and belonging. The 
PTO continues to play a vital role 
in enhancing student experienc-
es, demonstrating the powerful 
impact of dedicated volunteers 
working together to support both 
students and staff.

After unpermitted construc-
tion work by the proper-
ty owner created devas-
tating circumstances for 
the business, Wellington 

was forced to close and 
rebuild from scratch. 
 
Rather than walking away, 
she pivoted into a one-year 
pop-up marketplace in 
Amherst, Massachusetts, 
determined to keep her 
vision alive despite the 
chaos surrounding the clo-
sure of the former property. 
 
What followed became 
something of local leg-
end among friends and 
longtime supporters. 
 
“At one point, I was literally 
using Tinder dates to help 

move antiques,” 
Wellington joked. 
“I figured if some-
one wanted to 
take me out, they 
could at least help 
carry a Victorian 
dresser first.” 
 
The humor became 
part of the surviv-
al story — a story 
defined by grit, cre-
ativity, reinvention, 
and the communi-
ty of people who 
refused to let her fail. 
 
Among those recog-
nized by Wellington 
is  Alicia Cross, her 
store manager and 

close friend, whose 
support and loyalty 
became instrumen-
tal throughout the 
rebuilding process. 
 
“Alicia has been one 
of the most pivotal 
people in helping me 
maintain momentum 
and rebuild every-
thing from the ground 
up,” Wellington 
said. “There were 

moments where this 
entire dream could have 
collapsed without her.” 
 
Wellington also credits 
her family, who stepped in 
during the overwhelming 
transition process, helping 
move inventory, build dis-
plays, transport furniture, 
and physically transform 
the Paxton property into 
what is now Almanac Mkt. 
 
Another key figure in 
the journey is  Edward 
Bourbeau, a carpenter, ven-
dor, and longtime supporter 
who stood beside Wellington 
during the dismantling of 
her original Greenfield 
location and remained a 
steady presence through-
out the rebuilding process. 
 
“Edward was there 
during some of the hard-
est moments,” Wellington 
said. “He believed in me 
and the business when 
things felt impossible.” 
 
After years of rebuilding 
and reassessing her future 
— including plans to travel 
throughout Europe — fate 
intervened when Wellington 
stumbled across a rustic barn 
property listed on Facebook 
Marketplace in Paxton. 
 
“I answered the advertise-
ment almost immediately,” 
she said. “The next morn-
ing, I knew in my soul this 
was going to be the home of 
my next business. Almanac 
Mkt. was born from intu-
ition, creativity, survival, 
and the belief that beauti-
ful things can rise again.” 
 
Known for her bold creativ-
ity, striking personal style, 
and background in beauty 

and modeling, Wellington 
has built a reputation for 
blending artistic expression 
with entrepreneurship. Her 
work spans music industry 
projects, creative produc-
tion, visual arts, vintage 
curation, and advocacy 
work supporting survivors 
of domestic violence — 
experiences that continue to 
shape the welcoming and 
expressive energy behind 
Almanac Mkt.

SPENCER — American Legion Post 
138 will host a public suicide prevention 
training event on Saturday, June 20, aimed 
at helping community members recognize 
warning signs and support individuals who 
may be struggling with suicidal thoughts or 
emotional crisis.

The event, titled “Turning Conversations 
into Lifelines: Identifying & Helping 
Veterans and Those in the Community Who 
Need Immediate Support,” will feature 
instructors connected with the Columbia 
Lighthouse Project, an organization focused 
on suicide prevention through education 
and intervention strategies.

The training centers on the Columbia 
Protocol-Suicide Severity Rating Scale, 
commonly known as the C-SSRS, a tool 
used internationally by healthcare provid-
ers, counselors, educators, veterans orga-
nizations, and emergency responders to 
assess suicide risk.

According to organizers, the Columbia 
Lighthouse Project’s message is simple: 
“Just ask. You could save a life.”

The 90-minute program is being orga-
nized by American Legion Post 138 and 
its auxiliary members, who invited the 
instructors to Spencer in an effort to expand 
access to mental health awareness and sui-
cide prevention resources within the local 
community.

The event is open to the public and 
intended not only for veterans and their 
families, but for anyone interested in learn-

ing how to identify and respond to warning 
signs in friends, neighbors, co-workers, or 
loved ones.

Following the training, participants are 
expected to learn how to use the Columbia 
Suicide Severity Rating Scale to help deter-
mine whether an individual may be at 
risk. The session will also cover common 
warning signs and risk factors, the different 
forms of suicidal ideation and behaviors 
associated with imminent risk, and methods 
for communicating effectively with some-
one who may be in crisis.

Organizers say the training is designed to 
be practical and approachable for everyday 
community members, not just healthcare 
professionals.

The event will begin with coffee and pas-
tries from 9 to 10 a.m., followed by the for-
mal program from 10 a.m. to noon. A ques-
tion-and-answer session and networking 
opportunity will follow the presentation.

The training will take place at American 
Legion Post 138.

Suicide prevention and mental health 
awareness have remained significant con-
cerns nationwide, particularly among veter-
ans, first responders, and individuals facing 
isolation or emotional distress. Organizers 
hope the training will help equip local res-
idents with the confidence to have difficult 
conversations and intervene when needed.

Spencer Legion to host 
suicide prevention training 
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As your new graduate prepares to step 
into the next chapter of life – whether that’s 
more education or starting a career – one 
of the best things you can do is help them 
understand how to use credit cards, debit 
cards, and prepaid cards wisely. They can 
be powerful financial tools, but without 
some basic knowledge, they can also lead 
to trouble.

Here are a few things for graduates, 
whether from high school or graduate 
school, should know.

Credit cards have benefits — and risks. 
About 69 percent of Americans ages 18-29 
have at least one credit card, according 
to the Federal Reserve. They can borrow 
money up to a set limit, pay it back and 
borrow again – a cycle known as revolving 
credit. Used responsibly, credit cards can 
help build their credit history, cover unex-
pected expenses, and even earn rewards 
like cash back or travel discounts.

On the cautionary side, if your child or 
grandchild doesn’t pay the full balance 
each month, interest charges can accu-
mulate quickly. Carrying a high balance 
relative to the credit limit can hurt their 
credit score. Perhaps most importantly, it’s 
easy to fall into a debt cycle in which they 
charge more than they can pay, interest can 
add up to more than the original purchases 
cost, and they might even open new cards 
to cover old ones. It creates a hole that’s 
hard to climb out of.

The key message is simple: pay off the 
balance monthly, pay on time and treat the 
card as a convenience, not a lifeline.

Debit cards can be a good option. Since 
debit cards draw directly from a bank 
account, they naturally limit overspending. 
But they aren’t risk-free. Overdrawing the 
account can trigger fees, and debit cards 
generally offer fewer fraud protections 
than credit cards. Additionally, since you’re 
spending your own money rather than bor-
rowing, debit cards don’t help build a credit 
score. Still, for a young person just starting 
out, a debit card can be a practical way to 
manage day-to-day spending.

Prepaid cards can help teach the basics. 
Money is loaded onto the card before 
use, and your young adult can only spend 
what’s already on the card. Because of this, 
there’s no risk of debt, no credit history 
needed and no bills to pay.

Prepaid cards come in several forms. 
General purpose reloadable cards can be 
used anywhere cards are accepted. Payroll 
cards are sometimes used by employers 
to distribute wages. Gift cards are another 
option.

The downside is that prepaid cards typ-
ically don’t help build a credit history, 
since transactions usually aren’t reported to 
credit bureaus. Some also come with fees 
for activation, reloading or transactions. 
These fees can add up, so it pays to read 
the fine print.

Teaching your graduate the difference 
between these tools, and how to develop 
good habits for each, can help them build 
financial confidence for decades to come.

Help your 
graduate use 

credit and debit 
cards wisely

Planning ahead 
before choices are 
made elsewhere
For small towns, schools are more than 

buildings. They are where generations grow 
up together, where families gather for con-
certs and games, and where communities 
quietly define who they are. That reality 
makes the ongoing “Reimagine NBPS” 
effort in North Brookfield especially import-
ant.

Too often, school discussions in rural 
communities happen only after enroll-
ment has already declined, budgets have 
tightened, and options have narrowed. By 
then, communities are reacting to prob-
lems instead of shaping their future. North 
Brookfield appears to be trying something 
different. District leaders are beginning the 
conversation before decisions are forced 
upon them.

That matters.
The listening sessions held this spring may 

not produce immediate answers, but they 
represent something valuable: a willingness 
to ask difficult questions honestly and pub-
licly. Superintendent Timothy McCormick 
and the School Committee are acknowl-
edging a reality many small districts across 
Massachusetts are facing. Families today 
have more educational choices than ever 
before. Charter schools, vocational schools, 
school choice programs, homeschooling, 
and neighboring districts all compete for 
enrollment. Communities can no longer 
assume students will automatically stay.

If North Brookfield wants to remain a 
strong standalone district, it must give fam-
ilies clear reasons to believe their children 
can thrive there.

The encouraging part of this process is 
that the discussion has not centered solely 
on test scores or budgets. Instead, many of 
the ideas emerging from staff and commu-
nity conversations focus on creating a more 
complete educational experience. Expanded 
arts opportunities, career and technical edu-
cation, financial literacy, world languages, 
early college partnerships, clubs, home-
work centers, and stronger student support 
systems all recognize an important truth: 
families are looking for schools that prepare 
students not only academically, but practi-
cally and socially as well.

That kind of thinking reflects how educa-
tion has changed. A successful district today 
cannot rely entirely on tradition or familiar-
ity. It must show students and parents that it 
is evolving alongside the needs of modern 
families.

At the same time, North Brookfield 
should resist the temptation to believe big-
ger automatically means better. One of 
the greatest strengths of a small district is 
the personal connection students can have 
with teachers, coaches, administrators, and 
classmates. In many large systems, students 
can feel anonymous. Smaller districts still 
have the ability to know their students indi-
vidually, recognize struggles earlier, and 
create a stronger sense of belonging. Those 
advantages should not be overlooked while 
discussing future improvements.

The conversation about marketing the dis-
trict is also worthwhile. Some people may 
instinctively recoil at the idea of schools 
“marketing” themselves, but in today’s envi-
ronment communication matters. If good 
things are happening inside classrooms, the 
community should hear about them consis-
tently and clearly. Families should under-
stand the opportunities available to students 
before they begin considering alternatives 
elsewhere.

Perhaps the most promising part of the 
process is the willingness to involve multi-
ple voices. Teachers, staff, students, parents, 
and community members all experience the 
schools differently. Listening carefully to 
each perspective may reveal patterns that 
statistics alone cannot capture.

No district will solve every challenge 
overnight. Enrollment pressures facing rural 
and small-town schools are real and unlikely 
to disappear soon. But communities that 
ask thoughtful questions early often place 
themselves in a stronger position than those 
waiting for circumstances to force difficult 
decisions later.

North Brookfield’s schools have long 
been an important part of the town’s iden-
tity. Planning carefully for the future is 
not an admission of weakness. It is a sign 
that the community understands the value 
of protecting and strengthening something 
worth keeping.

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There’s a cer-
tain sound to 
Memorial Day in 
small towns.

It’s the dis-
tant thump of a 
bass drum echo-
ing down Main 
Street. The squeak 
of folding chairs 
being opened along a 
parade route. The soft flut-
ter of little American flags 
planted in damp cemetery 
grass before sunrise by 
volunteers who probably 
didn’t tell anyone they were 
doing it.

When I was a boy, 
Memorial Day seemed sim-
ple to me. It meant a day 
off from school, a parade, 
maybe the smell of char-
coal grills drifting through 
the neighborhood by late 
afternoon. I remember old 
veterans standing straighter 
than usual in their uniforms, 
though I was too young 
then to notice how some of 
them walked a little slower 
than others.

As a kid, you don’t fully 
understand why grown men 
go quiet during the playing 
of “Taps.”

You just know they do.
Now that I’m older, 

Memorial Day feels dif-

ferent. Not heavier 
exactly, but deeper. 
The older you get, 
the more you real-
ize every town has 
names carved into 
stone somewhere. 
Boys who grew up 
on the same streets 
we drive every day. 

Young men who probably 
fished the same ponds, sat 
in the same diners, worked 
summer jobs, complained 
about cold winters and 
muddy springs just like the 
rest of us.

And then one day, they 
left home wearing a uni-
form and never came back.

That’s what Memorial 
Day really asks of us. Not 
grand speeches. Not perfect 
patriotism. Mostly remem-
brance.

Just remembrance.
I think that’s why New 

England towns observe 
Memorial Day the way they 
do. There’s something mod-
est about it here. The cer-
emonies are rarely flashy. 
A few speeches. A prayer 
maybe. Flowers placed 
carefully at a monument. 
Veterans standing shoulder 
to shoulder, even when age 
has bent their backs a little.

People still show up.

That matters.
I’ve always noticed how 

children behave differently 
during Memorial Day cer-
emonies too. Even the fid-
gety ones somehow sense 
this is not quite like the 
Fourth of July. There’s usu-
ally one little boy waving 
a flag too enthusiastically 
until his mother gently low-
ers his arm. Somebody’s 
toddler starts asking ques-
tions halfway through the 
ceremony. Teenagers stand 
around trying to look unin-
terested while quietly pay-
ing attention anyway.

That matters too.
Because remembrance 

has to keep getting handed 
down.

The older generation 
understood that. My father 
certainly did, though he 
wasn’t much for emotion-
al speeches. He belonged 
to that old school of men 
who believed you showed 
respect by showing up. 
Rain or shine. Suit jack-
et on. Hat off during the 
anthem. Handshake firm. 
No fuss made about it.

A lot of those men are 
gone now.

Truth be told, Memorial 
Day can feel a little lone-
ly sometimes because of 

that. You look around town 
greens and realize many of 
the veterans who once led 
the parades now ride qui-
etly in the passenger seat 
instead of marching. Some 
are missing altogether.

Time catches everybody 
eventually.

Still, there’s comfort in 
the traditions staying put 
even as generations change. 
The local scout troops still 
help. High school bands 
still miss a few notes half-
way through the march. 
Volunteers still place flags 
at gravesites. Somebody 
still brings extra donuts 
nobody asked for.

And somehow that ordi-
nary kindness feels con-
nected to the meaning of 
the day itself.

Memorial Day was never 
really meant to glorify war. 
At least I don’t think so. 

It’s about honoring sacrifice 
while quietly hoping future 
generations won’t have to 
make the same sacrifices 
quite so often.

That may sound old-fash-
ioned nowadays. So be it.

I suppose I’ve reached 
the age where I don’t mind 
sounding a little old-fash-
ioned now and then. There 
are worse things a man can 
be.

Over the years, I’ve 
noticed something else 
too. The people who attend 
Memorial Day ceremonies 
most faithfully are often 
not the loudest people the 
other 364 days of the year. 
They’re usually steady peo-
ple. Humble people. Folks 
who understand gratitude 
doesn’t always need a 
microphone.

Maybe that’s the lesson 
I keep carrying home from 

Memorial Day each year.
A healthy town remem-

bers.
Not perfectly. Not dra-

matically. But sincerely.
It remembers the people 

who built the community, 
protected it, sacrificed for 
it, and never made it back 
to enjoy the peaceful little 
moments the rest of us often 
take for granted. Ballgames. 
Backyard cookouts. Kids 
riding bicycles at dusk. A 
quiet evening with fami-
ly while the screen door 
creaks open and shut.

Ordinary American life.
The kind of life some-

body else once gave up 
everything to protect.

And every Memorial 
Day, whether we realize it 
or not, we carry that gift 
home with us.

better structuring and con-
sistent scheduling, middle 
school recess, and a struc-
tured after-school home-
work center were just a few 
suggestions.

These early listening 
sessions have allowed 
district leadership to pro-
duce a list of early priori-
ties for this process which 
include expending Student 
Opportunities, strengthen-
ing career & college readi-
ness, enhancing culture and 
belonging, refining systems 
and supports, and increase 
accountability.

Another goal of this 
process, according to 
McCormick, is to better 
understand how the schools 
should market themselves 
to show students, both new 
and existing, why North 
Brookfield Public Schools 

are worth the commitment.
“We partnered this year 

with Kartoon Edu to do 
two anchor videos for the 
district. We started with 
STEM. The second one was 
a district-wide celebration, 
kind of an experience video 
showing the families of stu-
dents what we do within 
the district. But how do we 
make sure that we’re mes-
saging that consistently to 
all of our stakeholders? I 
think we need to be more 
purposeful with our social 
media presence and how we 
tell our story,” McCormick 
said.

The School Committee 
offered some insight noting 
that part of the struggle is 
maintaining student num-
bers which are essential to 
justifying these expanded 
programs. However, these 
new programs could also 
serve as powerful tools 
to increase student inter-

est in remaining in North 
Brookfield rather than 
exploring outside options. 
It was suggested that part of 
this initiative could involve 
seeking a better understand-
ing from students who plan 
to leave the district about 
what they found more desir-
able outside of the North 
Brookfield schools.

The district’s study is far 
from complete. McCormick 
was set to host another 
listening session the day 
after the May 11 meeting, 
incorporating input from 
students. They plan is to 
solicit input in the form of 
surveys and additional lis-
tening sessions from stu-
dents, parents, and stake-
holders throughout the year 
as they look towards the 
next school year and how 
they can continue to build 
North Brookfield as a suc-
cessful district for all.
